Let us be assured that we are wanderers on earth. Only from this realization can we draw up a correct account of our
earthly life. Only through this realization can we give our life the right direction and use it to attain blessed eternity, not for
emptiness and worries, not for our destruction. Our fall has blinded and is blinding us! And only after a long time has passed
are we forced to face the most obvious truths, which are so clear they need no confirmation.

When a pilgrim stops on his way in a house for pilgrims, he does not pay any attention to the state of the house. Why
would he, when he is staying there only for a short time? He is content with only the basic necessities; he tries not to waste
the money that he needs to continue his journey and to find housing in that great city to which he travels. He bears privation
and lack of comfort with patience, knowing that they are only accidents to which every traveler is subject, and that undisturbed
calm awaits him in the place to which he travels. He does not become attached to any object in his hostel, no matter how
attractive such an object may be. He does not lose time doing unnecessary things-he needs all the time he can muster to
complete the difficult journey. He is constantly deep in thought about the glorious capital city, the aim of his travels; the
significant difficulties he will have to overcome and various things that could make his travels easier; about ambushes by
robbers along the highways and the misery of those who were unable to complete the journey; and about the blissfulness of
those who were able to complete it successfully. Having stayed in the hostel for as long as necessary, the pilgrim thanks the
owner, and having left, forgets about the hostel or only remembers it in passing, because his heart was cold toward it.

Let us develop the same indifference to the world. Let us not foolishly waste our abilities of soul and body; let us not bring
them as a sacrifice to the vain and fading world. Let us defend ourselves from attachment to the short-lived and material, so that
the world will not prevent us from finding the eternal and heavenly. Let us defend ourselves from the indulgence of our insatiable
and unquenchable desires, which only hastens a fall of monstrous proportions. Let us defend ourselves from excesses, being
content only with what is necessary. Let us direct all our attention to the life after death, which will have no end.

Let us know God, who commanded us to know Him and Who allows us to know Him through His word and His grace. Let
us attach ourselves to God during this earthy life. He offers us a most intimate union with Himself, and He gives us a certain
amount of time to effect that union — our earthly life. There is no other time, except the limited time of our earthly life, when
we could unite with Him. If it does not occur during this time, it will never occur at all. Let us become friends with the heavenly
dwellers, with the holy angels and the reposed saints, so that they might accept us into the “everlasting home.” Let us also
know the fallen spirits, those evil and vile enemies of the human race, so that we can avoid their traps and avoid living with
them eternally in the flames of hell. Let the word of God be “a light unto my paths.”

Let us praise and thank God for the many benefits that He has given us, for the satisfaction of our needs, for our temporary
home on earth. With a clear mind, let us contemplate the meaning of these benefits; they are but a pale imitation of the eternal
good things. They imitate the eternal good things as weakly and ineffectively as a shadow imitates the object casting it. By
giving us these earthly goods, God mysteriously tells us:

My People! Your temporary sojourn is blessed with various, countless goods, which can capture and ravish the eye and
heart, which can fill all your needs to excess. Imagine how much greater are the goods that will fill your heavenly home.
Understand the boundless, unimaginable goodness of God, and, limiting yourselves to the reasonable use and contemplation
of earthly things, do not act foolishly. Do not become enslaved to them, do not destroy yourselves because of them. Using
them as much as you need and require, with all your strength, strive to the attainment of heavenly good things.

Let us separate ourselves from any false teachings and activities. The sheep of Christ will not follow a strange voice, “but
will flee from him, for they do not know the voice of strangers.” Let us come to know the voice of Christ, so that we may
immediately recognize Him and follow His wishes when we hear Him. Having acquired yearning in our spirit for this voice, we
will acquire estrangement from the voice of the stranger, which is imbued with a carnal mind of various manifestations. As
soon as we hear this voice of the stranger, let us flee from him, like true sheep of Christ who save themselves from the
stranger's voice by fleeing, by a stubborn refusal to hear it. Even to listen to it is dangerous; after listening comes enticement,
after enticement-perdition. The fall of our forefathers began only with innocent heeding of the voice of a stranger. Our
Shepherd not only calls us with His voice, but also guides us with the example of His own life. He walks before His sheep. He
commanded us to reject the world, to reject ourselves, to take and carry our cross, all of which He has already done Himself,
before our very eyes. "Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps.” He deigned to

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take humanity upon Himself, and although He was born from a royal line, it was a royal line that had fallen to ranks of the
lowest and commonest people. His birth occurred during the travels of His most holy Mother, who could not even find a place
to lay Her head. He was born in a cave, where cattle were kept safe from the weather; the Newborn's crib was a feeding
trough. No sooner had the news of His birth spread that a conspiracy was formed for His murder. The Child is already
persecuted! The Child is sought to be exterminated! The Child flees from the ferocious murderers through the desert into
Egypt!

The God-Man spent His childhood in submission to His parents, His adopted father and natural Mother, showing an
example of humility to all people who are perishing in pride and prideful disobedience. The Lord dedicated His adult years to
the preaching of the Gospel, sojourning from city to city, from village to village, never having His own home. His clothes were
nothing more than a robe and cloak. While He announced salvation to people and spread divine grace on them, those same
people hated Him, and tried many times to kill Him outright. Finally, they executed Him as though He were a convicted criminal.
He allowed them to perpetrate the horrific atrocity that their hearts desired, because through the death of the all-holy, He
wanted to redeem the criminal human race from the eternal curse and death. The earthly life of the God-Man was full of
suffering; it ended with a doleful death.

In emulation of their Lord, all the saints entered into blessed eternity through the narrow and sorrowful path, denying all
the glory and pleasures of the world, curbing the desires of the flesh with ascetic labors, and nailing their spirit to the cross of
Christ, all of which, for fallen man, constitute the spirit of the commandments of the Gospel. They subjected themselves to
various deprivations, evil spirits persecuted them, and their brothers oppressed them. Let us follow Christ and the hosts of
saints who walk after Him, the God-Man, “who when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the
Majesty on high.” He calls His followers: “Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world.” Amen. m
